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Post-doctoral Position

The Pinna Lab in the Department of Psychiatry, University of Illinois at Chicago (UIC), seeks an outstanding Postdoctoral Research Associate to study the neurobiology of mood disorders (PTSD, depression, post-partum depression). This is a full-time position for a period of 2-3 years. The successful candidate will investigate the role of neurosteroids in human neuropathophysiology and animal models; and will use the state-of-the-art gas chromatography-mass spectrometry (GC-MS) to quantify neurosteroids in serum samples from humans and genomic approaches to study mRNA and protein expression in lymphocytes along with similar approached in animal models. The ideal candidate would have expertise in neuroscience and related fields, with an interest in mood disorders and expertise working with lymphocytes. Previous expertise working with GC-MS is desirable. Applicants with experience in rodent behavioral testing, and ex vivo tissue analysis; along with a track record of publication are particularly encouraged to apply. The applicant will work on multidisciplinary projects in a highly collaborative environment, and receive an NIH-level stipend with benefits.
